Ms. Mona Chollet is a journalist and essayist who 
has had an immense influence on feminist debates 
in Europe. At the invitation of the Embassy of 
France in Tokyo, she is in Japan to celebrate the 
translated edition of her bestseller Sorcières: La 
puissance invaincue des femmes (English title: In 
Defense of Witches: The Legacy of the Witch Hunts 
and Why Women Are Still on Trial ). In this work, 
she uncovers the history of the witch-hunts that 
swept through Europe in the Middle Ages and Early 
Modern Period and discusses it in connection with 
the modern social calamity known as “misogyny.”  
Professor UENO Chizuko, pioneer of women’s  
studies in Japan and longtime feminist leader, will 
engage in an in-depth discussion with Ms. Chollet 
on women today and where to go from here.
