Robotics is gaining increasing importance 
across a wide range of applications, 
including industrial production, agriculture, 
assistance to individuals and households, 
and medicine. However, its progress is 
still constrained by the mechanical basis 
of construction and operation. The 
disadvantages of the constraints can 
be radically reduced by the advent of “soft 
robotics”. In this lecture, Prof. Viovy 
presents and illustrates the potentialities 
of this emerging field with a few examples, 
and discusses its future and potential 
limitations.
