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Yuan T. Lee studied chemistry at the National Taiwan University (BA 1959), and went on to the National Tsing Hua University (MA 1961) and the University of California, Berkeley (PhD
1965). After serving as a professor of chemistry at the University of Chicago and UC Berkeley, and winning the Nobel Prize in Chemistry in 1986, he returned to Taiwan in 1994 to serve
as the President of Academia Sinica. He also served as President of the International Council for Science (ICSU) and was a driving force to create Future Earth, a major international
platform providing the knowledge and support to accelerate transformations towards a sustainable world.
